Itis hoped that the artist will be
available one or more days during fair week to be recognized and to sign posters,
etc. All other entries may be picked up at Matthews Museum after July 1, Wed. thru
Sat. from 9 am to 4 pm on the Fairgrounds.

Schedule:

January, announcement of the competition

March 31, final date for submission of entries

April, announcement of winner

July and August entries may be claimed at Matthews Museum on the Fairgrounds.

Medium is artist’s choice but must be in color. Remember that the selected design
will be utilized in the production of posters and other media so colors should be
strong, design bold and graphic and avoid elements that do not reproduce clearly
such as shading.
